Bedford women get active

Women in Bedford are to benefit
from a new scheme that aims to
boost their participation in sport
and physical activity.

Bedford Borough Council
and team BEDS&LUTON have
successfully secured nearly £10,000
funding to help inspire more
women, especially those of black,
Asian and minority ethnic (BAME)
background, into coaching.

The ‘REACH into Bedford’ project
aims to help females aged 16 and
over get onto the coaching pathway
via a number of roles such as
community enablers, activators and
leaders within their chosen sport or
activity.

The funding is from the Eileen
Alexander Legacy Project, which
offers financial support to promote
opportunities for physical activity for
people of all ages in areas local to
Bedfordshire.

Figures from the national Active
Lives Survey show that 27 per cent
of females are currently inactive
compared to 24 per cent of males.
People from lower socio economic
groups are much more likely to
be inactive than those from more
affluent groups.

Team BEDS&LUTON, the county
sports partnership, has received
national recognition for their work
progressing women's coaching in
Luton.
